NEWS AT ST MARK’S: 
23 MARCH Sheffield Half Marathon - We will have our usual 8am, 10am and 7pm services. If 

you are planning on attending St Mark’s church on Sunday – do plan ahead and check the route of 

Sheffield Half Marathon which starts and ends in Sheffield city Centre. Your journey to or from 

church could well be affected by road closures which will start from 08.30 that morning. 

 

CONGRATULATIONS to our current Archdeacon of Sheffield and Rotherham, the Venerable 

Malcolm Chamberlain, who is going to serve as the Suffragan Bishop of Wakefield from June this 

year. His duties in Sheffield will end on Easter Sunday and he will be consecrated Bishop in York 

minister on 11 June. Malcolm has been a great advocate and encourager of the ministry of St 

Mark’s and we wish him well as he moves onto the next phase of his ministry. 

 

SAVE THE DATES: 

 

REVISION OF THE ELECTORAL ROLL - Under the Church Representation Rules, we are 

required to form a new Electoral Roll in 2025 (as part of the 6 year cycle which the rules specify). 

Everyone who wishes to be included on the new roll, whether they are on the present Roll or not, 

must complete an application form by 10 April at the latest if you would like to vote at our 2025 

APCM on April 27 after the 10am service. To be on the Electoral Roll, you have to be aged 16 or
