Leave from church around 11.45am or meet there at 12 noon 

 

ADMINISTRATION OF HOLY COMMUNION – Those of you who have been at St Mark’s for 

longer than 6 years will remember that before Covid the route the congregation took to receive Holy 

Communion was to leave the pew via the central aisle, proceed forward to receive Communion, then 

to return to your seat via the side aisles beside the windows. From 3 May, we returned to this 

approach which will reduce additional footsteps and ease the flow of people. The hand gel will be moved 

nearer to the front pew of church to enable those who use it before receiving Communion to continue 

to do so.
